· Dan Holbrook stated that the Stockman Lanes Grand Re-Opening is taking place on Saturday, September 11 from 5 to 9 pm.

· Nancy reported from the McCone Health Center that Tish Gulborg is now working towards getting her Nurse Practitioner degree. 

· They do need nurses but there is no available housing in town.
· Wade Northrop, the new Superintendent of Circle Public Schools, was the guest speaker for our meeting.

· Mr. Northrup, a previous resident of Watford City, ND, received his Bachelor’s of Arts in Elementary Education and a minor in Coaching from Dickinson State.  Afterwards, he worked for five years in Ekalaka as the Superintendent/Athletic Director during which time he became acutely aware of how friendly and supportive a community Circle is.  
· He received his Master’s in Education from NDSU in Fargo in 2001 while working in Mandraee, ND.  
·  He anticipates that Circle will be a wonderful community to work in and he is extremely excited for the year to begin.  

· The school has a current enrollment at 250 students which is good because Circle had a large graduating class.

· Wade would like to develop a coop with the health center to create a school-to-work program and to have a good working relationship with them.

· Mr. Northrop said that he would like to work with the communities and businesses to build up Circle.

· The girls’ volleyball team won in Malta and the boys’ varsity football team lost to Harlowtown, 30-26.  He would like to encourage people to support the athletics.
· Nels Boe reported on the Missouri River Country meetings in Wolf Point.  He was unable to make it to the last one though there is a meeting in Wolf Point in September.
· Erika reminded everyone that the Chamber is accepting nominations for Citizen of the Year and that the Claret Theatre is re-opening on September 17.

· Nancy reported that the health center is part of a frontier model because smaller communities have limited access to care.

· The health center is looking at telemedicine as a way to allow people to receive the services that they need from doctors outside of Circle.
